You will receive a 20% discount at Darn Knit Anyway Yarn Shop at 423 Main Street South in Stillwater when 
you drop o� a �nished scarf.  Darn Knit has a selection of worsted and bulky yarns specially chosen for this 
project, although you may use any red yarn to make the scarf.  All scarves must meet the guidelines of the 
Red Scarf program, including being washable,  5” - 8” wide and approximately 60” long.
