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Aidez Cardigan  -  Cable without a Cable Needle 

BC (Back Cross) 

Slip 3 stitches from left needle to right needle as if to purl.   

insert left needle into 3rd stitch on right needle from the back 

Slip the 3 stitches off of the right needle (1 stitches will stay on left needle and 2 will be loose) 

Calmly, put the loose stitches onto the right needle 

Slip 2 from the right needle back to left needle 

knit 2, p1 

 

FC (Front Cross) 

Insert right needle into the 3rd stitch on the left needle from behind.  

Slip all 3 stitches off of the left needle (1 stitch will stay on the right needle and 2 will be loose) 

Calmly, put the left needle back into the 2 stitches 

Slip 1 from the right needle back to the left needle 

knit all 3 stitches 

 

FPC (Front Purl Cross) 

Follow instructions for FC to last instruction 

P1, K2 

FDKC 

Insert right needle into the 3rd and 4th stitches on the left needle from behind.  

Slip all 4 stitches off of the left needle (2 stitch will stay on the right needle and 2 will be loose) 

Calmly, put the left needle back into the 2 loose stitches 

Slip 2 from the right needle back onto the left needle 

knit all 4 stitches 

 

BDKC 

Slip 4 stitches from left needle to right needle as if to purl   

insert left needle into 3rd and 4th stitches on right needle from the back 

Slip the 4 stitches off of the right needle (2 stitches will stay on right needle and 2 will be loose) 

Calmly, put the loose stitches onto the left needle 

Slip 2 from the right needle back to left needle
