
 

Materials 

Yarn:  2 skeins – Louisa Harding 

yarns Giardino; 284yds/100g 

 Shown in Color 104 

Needle: 24” circ US7 

Instructions 

Cast on 7 

Increase section: 

Row 1-5: knit to last 3 stitches, sl3wyif  

Row 6: knit 3 stitches, kfb, knit to last 3 stitches, sl3wyif. 

Repeat rows 1-6 until almost entire 1st ball is used.  

 

Decrease section: 

Row 1-5: knit to last 3 stitches, sl3wyif 

Row 6: knit 3 stitches, k2tog, knit to last 3 stitches, sl3wyif. 

Repeat rows 1-6 until 7 stitches remain.  

 

Bind off. Weave in ends.

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Abbreviations 

kfb=knit front and back in the 

same stitch. Increased by 1 stitch. 

 

sl3wyif=slip the next 3 stitches 

one at a time, as if to purl, with 

the yarn in front. 

 

 

 

Size & Gauge 

Approx. 80” long x 12” at spine 

20 sts = 4” in garter
